Re:  Amendment to the All Season/Priority Commercial Network 

 

Background 
 
At the January 7th Rural Federal Aid Committee meeting the Washtenaw County Road Commission 
and City of Chelsea requested several changes to the official All Season/Priority Commercial 
Network of Washtenaw County.  The proposed changes will more adequately depict existing All 
Season roads and make others eligible for TEDF-D dollars to bring routes to All Season standards.  
A map showing the proposed changes is attached.  The following additions are proposed: 
 

 Old US-12 from Luick to West County Line 

 Freer from Old US-12 to Dexter-Chelsea 

 Werkner from M-52 to Island Lake 

 Dexter-Chelsea from Freer to Dexter-Pinckney 

 North Territorial from Whitmore Lake to US-23 

 North Territorial from Nollar to Gotfredson 

 Gotfredson from North Territorial to M-14 

 Willis from US-23 to Rawsonville 

 Stony Creek from Saline-Milan to Mooreville 

 Mooreville from Stony Creek to Ridge 

 Ridge from Mooreville to South County Line
